The Skyjack Compact Rough Terrain scissor models 6826/6832 R/T may be equipped with outriggers to
level the frame when used on uneven terrain. The outrigger assemblies attach to the machine frame via
weldments that bolt to the frame rails at the front and the rear. The outrigger cylinder assemblies slide
into the weldment and are bolted in place from underneath. It is important to inspect the outrigger
weldments and cylinder assemblies regularly for missing parts, damage, or loose components or
fasteners. Always make sure that all the bolts are in place and the outrigger weldment bolts “A” are
torqued to the correct specification. The correct torque specification for the weldment attachment bolts
is 180 ft. Ibs. or 244 N-m.
